Genesis 45:15 And he kissed all his brothers and wept upon them; and after that  
                        his brothers talked with him. 

 
Our recent readings in Genesis from the One Year Bible tell the story of Joseph and his brothers.  You will recall that out 
of jealousy and anger, Joseph’s brothers sold him into slavery and he was taken to Egypt. But God watched over Joseph, 
remaining with him as he was a servant to Potiphar, in prison after being falsely betrayed, and finally in service to  
Pharaoh. God saw that Joseph prospered in all things. God directed Joseph to create storehouses for grain, setting it 
aside in the time of plenty that it might be available in time of scarcity. When his brothers come to Egypt to buy grain, he 
recognizes them but he conceals his identity from them. Joseph studies his brothers to see what type of people they 
might be now, and asks questions of them to find out the status of his family. 

 
When Joseph finally reveals his true identity to his brothers, they are dismayed and fearful. Before them stands their 
brother whom many years before they had sold into slavery. Joseph is clearly in a position of great power and they might 
rightfully expect their past betrayal of him to result in punishment, perhaps to be thrown into prison with no hope of  
release. But Joseph’s revelation to them was not one of retribution and punishment. Instead he tells them of how God has 
used him for good. As Joseph reveals his identity to them, he reveals the work of God in the person he has become. They 
do not receive punishment, but instead they receive tears of forgiveness and love, and the promise of future assistance in 
the time of famine.  

 
In our lives, we generally do not conceal our identity from those around us. Of course we may frequently encounter  
people that do not know us – at the store or at school, in the neighborhood or while traveling. Whenever we interact with 
people, whether they know us or not, we reveal something about ourselves. Even talking on the phone, or writing an 
email, we may reveal much through our voice and our words. Unfortunately sometimes we reveal our less desirable  
impulses – such as frustration, impatience or anger. But if we are conscious and thoughtful, our faith provides a powerful 
source for us to respond in more Christian ways.  

 
In Joseph’s revelation to his brothers, he recognized God’s work through him to the benefit of the entire region and even 
for his family. Our faith and trust in God, our recognition of the fullness of God’s past blessings, provide a type of  
storehouse for us to respond from, when we are faced with more difficult situations and interactions.  

 
Do we properly reflect upon and understand the many ways in which God has used us for good in the past? Joseph’s 
revelation to his brothers was one of forgiveness and love. Christ’s revelation to us is of a God of mercy, grace and love. 
As you reveal yourselves to others, may the light of Christ show through to others in your responses of care and kindness 
and love.
